Landiep that borrows its name from the Vietnamese adaptation of "Romeo & Juliette", was the first 
realization of Vuot Song Shipyard in the category "cruising boat".  

Built in 2007, Landiep can accommodate up to 22 passengers with its 11 cabins, a restaurant, a sun 
deck and a living room. Combining both traditional and modern style, the boat is mostly made of 
wood which brings this elegant and rustic silhouette.  
 
The boat has been built for a specific trip between Ho Chi Minh City in Vietnam and Siem Reap in 
Cambodia. Landiep has been operating since 2007.

Indochine was the second cruising boat built by Vuotsong Shipyard. The requirement for this new 
realization, by comparison with its predecessor the Landiep, was a boat faster but sharing some 
similarities. 

Indochine is consequently, in technical term, longer and definitely faster but built on the same model 
as Landiep. We can see the same shape of the hull and the same structure of the deck. The decision 
of the owner to build another boat was stimulated by the envy to offer the customers another 
reason to love Vietnam and its landscapes.   

Completed in 2008, one year after its predecessor, Indochine is now sailing in direction of Cambodia 
blending together with the sceneries of the mysterious South East Asia.

L'Amant is one of the 2 projects of Vuotsong that take its source from once again the design of Cox & 
Stevens which became the trademark of the company, and the "Golden Age" era of the early 20th 
century, so often depicted by famous authors, such as Marguerite Duras. The boat borrows its name 
from one of her most famous novel. 

With 12 cabins of 16 m² eachΣ [Ω!Ƴŀƴǘ Ŏŀƴ accommodate up to 24 passengers with a restaurant, a 
sun deck and a living room. This 39-m vessel was designed to sail from Vietnam to Cambodia 
through the mythical Mekong Delta and its myriad of streams. Its colonial style from the 1930's 
combines a traditional decoration made of carved wood and lustrous brass with a discreet modern 
comfort. 

[Ω!Ƴŀƴǘ is more than a simple boat, it has a soul. It represents by itself all this "Golden age" period 
and brings all its passengers with it.
